Course Description:

Although we might not think about it, American politics impacts each of us everyday in almost everything we do.  The laws and regulations passed and implemented by governments at the local, state, and national levels shape everything from the choice of food available to you for breakfast, to the way in which you arrived on campus, and the courses offered once you arrived.  Despite the prevalence of government’s effects, many students are unfamiliar with how government policies are created and which politics shape them and how.  Learning how our political institutions work, how they were designed to work and who influences the decisions of government will assist you in impacting the system and its policies.

This course is about the American political system.  We will discuss political ideology, the development of the political system and our democratic institutions.  Students will be able to evaluate the role of the national government and its relationship to the concept of liberty in a pluralistic society.  The discussions will emphasize the changing political culture of American society and its effect on voting patterns, trends and the processes of government.  In doing so, we will examine certain critical elections in American history as well as recent political movements.  The main thrust of the course, however, is to be able to apply an understanding of our political system to contemporary events.

At the conclusion of the course students should have a more sophisticated understanding of majority rule democracy, constitutionalism, and civil liberties.  Students will also be able to see the relationships and distinctions between formal and informal institutions and the public policies that are developed as a result of these relationships.

Instructional Objectives:


Knowledge: The student will gain a thorough understanding of six major topics and will be able to describe both the theoretical and practical aspects of each topic.  The major topics are as follows:

1.  Constitutional Underpinnings of United States Government – The student will examine the kind of government established by the Constitution.  They will be able to discuss the ideological and philosophical traditions on which the framers drew.  Students will become familiar with a variety of theoretical perspectives relating to the Constitution, such as democratic theory, theories of republican government, pluralism, and elitism.

2.  Political Beliefs and Behaviors – The student will learn about the different beliefs individuals hold about their government, its leaders and the U.S. political system in general.  Taken together, these beliefs are the foundation of U.S. political culture.  It is important for the student to understand how these beliefs are formed, how they evolve, and the processes by which they are transmitted.  They need to be able to explain how politics, family, school, and the media perpetuate or change these beliefs.  It is essential that the student understand      what leads citizens to differ from one another in their political beliefs and behaviors, and the political consequences of these differences.  To better understand these differences, the student will focus on the different views of the political process held by people, the demographic features of the American population, and the belief and behavior systems held by specific ethnic, minority, and other groups. 

3.  Political Parties, Interest Groups, and Mass Media – The student will learn the mechanisms that allow citizens to organize and communicate their interests and concerns.  Among these are political parties, elections, political action committees (PAC’S), interest groups, and the mass media.  The student will examine the evolution of the U.S. party system, the functions and structures of political parties, and the efforts they have on the political process.  The student is expected to understand the role of the media in the political system particularly its impact on public opinion, voter perceptions, campaign strategies, electoral outcomes, agenda development, and the images of officials and candidates.  

4.  Institutions of National Government – The student will become familiar with the organization and powers, both formal and informal, of the major political institutions in the United States – the Congress, the President, the bureaucracy, and the federal courts.  The student will be able to discuss the evolution of power balances and relationships between the various branches of government and political parties, interest groups, the media, and state and local governments.

5.  Public Policy – Public policy is the result of interactions and dynamics among actors, interests, institutions, and processes.  The formation of policy agendas, the enactment of public policies by Congress and the President, and the implementation and interpretation of policies by the bureaucracy and the courts, are all stages in the policy process with which the student will be familiar.  The student will also investigate policy networks, iron triangles, and other forms of sub governments in the domestic and foreign policy areas.

6.  Civil Rights and Civil Liberties – An understanding of United States politics includes the study of the development of individual rights and liberties and their impact on citizens.  Basic to this study is an analysis of the workings of the Supreme Court and an understanding of its most significant decisions.  The student will examine judicial interpretations of various civil rights and liberties such as freedom of religion, speech, assembly, and expression; the rights of the accused; and the rights of minority groups and women.

Course Expectations:

This is a college level class in Political Science.  As such, I expect students to behave as college students.  Due to the short nature of this course and the vast amount of material we need to cover, students are expected to become learners both IN and OUT of the classroom.  This means doing reading when it is required and becoming aware of current events and political happenings.  It also means that we will not be able to cover everything in class, so you are responsible for all material.  It is expected that students read the New York Times or some other national newspaper (can access on-line) everyday as well as weekly magazines such as Newsweek.  True learning does not occur in the vacuum of the classroom.  Newsweek has excellent sources of political coverage.  National Review (conservative) and The Nation (liberal) are also excellent sources of political information.  This reading will further your knowledge of the subject matter and the articles you read can be included in the current events journal you will be asked to complete. 

EXPECT INTENSE AMOUNTS OF READING IN THIS COURSE.  Reading must be completed BEFORE coming to class.  The work we will do in class – lectures, readings, activities, discussions – are meant to enhance the textbook reading, not repeat the material.  Do not jeopardize your success in the class by not properly managing your time.

Writing critically and well is a skill you must master in this course.  Topical essays pertinent to the current area of study will be assigned regularly throughout the semester.  Expect daily quizzes on the previous night’s reading.  Unit exams will model what you actually get on the AP exam.  An exam over the summer readings will also be given within the first week of school.  Summer assignment will be due the second day of class.
I expect every student to come to class everyday, ON TIME and to participate.  Participation may be in the form of questions, responses to questions or commentary on a particular subject.  I also expect you to come to class prepared.  That is, have notebook, books, assignments and any other assigned readings in class so you are able to participate and don’t waste valuable time in running to your locker to get forgotten items.

In addition to the textbook, you may want to purchase Baron’s AP U.S. Government and Politics study guide manual or The Princeton Review AP U.S. Government and Politics study manual, as they can be extremely useful in passing the AP exam.  Both can be purchased at Barnes and Noble or Hastings.

Supplement readings are essential in this class.  I will make them available in advance.  Some of these will be available on-line, along with class notes and assignments, at my website: http://cperrywehs.tripod.com so if you are absent, you can still keep up with class assignments. There should be no excuses in turning in assignments late, even when you are absent.  Assignments turned in a day late will loose 20 points and if turned in two days late, you will receive a zero.  It will be your responsibility to get missing assignments either from me or off my website.  You will need to access my website to get assignments in advance.  My website also offers other links to major newspapers and websites that will be used in class.  You will be required to read these extra readings in advance of class for discussions and pop quizzes over material covered in the readings.  ** The KEY is to keep up with assignments and readings.  DO NOT fall behind.  It will be extremely difficult to catch up if you do.

Other Course Requirements
1.  Notebooks –  a loose-leaf style notebook allows the greatest organizational flexibility.  You also need tab dividers (2 inch binder should hold all information).  I expect students to print out readings made available on-line and to place them with notes that relate to that topic.  Notes will include those that students take as they read assignments (will be discussed in class the first days of school and those given in class.  Handouts and readings made available in class should be treated the same way.  **It is extremely important that you take good notes as when the course ends in December, you will have to turn in your textbook.  The AP exam is not until May.  This is where an AP Government review manual will come in handy to study.
2.  Current Events Journal – each student must keep a loose-leaf notebook (1 inch binder) in addition to their regular notebook in which they will keep a file of newspaper clippings from news articles they have read.  Students must collect articles dealing with American government and write a brief summary for each of the articles (articles must be long enough to write at least   10 complete sentences for a summary also include your opinions and thoughts about the article in another paragraph). 
3.  Constitution Assignment/Outline Notes/Supreme Court Briefs of Summer Readings: you will be required to read: In Our Defense: The Bill of Rights In Action by Ellen Alderman and Caroline Kennedy.   Read during the summer and write outline notes of each chapter, write Supreme Court Briefs of all cases mentioned in book each chapter, and answer questions on the U.S. Constitution. All three assignments will be due on the second day of class.  Do not put off until the week before school or you will not be able to complete the assignment in time.  ** Do not copy another student’s work or both of you will receive zeros and parents, counselor, and principal will be called into a meeting to discuss your dishonesty.   
  

4.  Sunday News Program Journal – In addition to the presidential election journal, you will be required to watch one of the following weekly programs that air on Sundays or evenings during the week.  You will be required to watch one each week (put in current events journal).

Current Events Journal

Each student must keep a loose-leaf notebook (1 inch binder) in addition to their regular notebook in which to keep a file of news clippings from news articles they have read.  Students must collect articles relating to American Government, elected officials, or the economy).  Discussion of current events on Fridays.  Collection will begin the first day of school.
Collect 45 articles, from the New York Times, Newsweek, Time, or other qualified publication.  Only 50% may be from the internet.  You may not photocopy articles you clip out of the newspaper or magazines.  You will also be required to find one political cartoon per week, paste in notebook, and interpret the cartoon in a paragraph or two.
Neatly paste or tape onto paper, or insert into a clear plastic sheet cover, each article.  On the back of the page, include summary and sheet with the following information:

· Publication (where from?  If from the internet, the website)

· Date of article

· Author(s)

· Page number (if from a magazine)

· Topic (presidential or congressional elections, economy, government, foreign policy, domestic policy, etc).
· Brief summary (make sure you discuss the relevance to the presidential and congressional elections, economy, government, foreign policy, and domestic policy) and your opinions/thoughts, what you learned in 2-3 paragraphs).  Make sure this is in your own words, not cut and pasted or copied word for word.
· Hi-lite any important information in the articles and define words you do not know.
I will collect the presidential election journal at the end of each 6 weeks (should have 15 articles each six weeks, 6 political cartoons and 5-6 weekly Sunday program summaries with a total of 45 articles, 18 political cartoons, and 16 weekly Sunday program summaries at the end of the course).  You may do more for extra credit.  Try to do at least 3 articles per week to keep up with the journal or you may find it difficult to complete before the end of the 6 weeks.  I will ask for these at least 3-4 days prior to the end of the six weeks.  It is extremely important that you turn this assignment in on time as it will affect your final grade for the six weeks.
